Each National Society is made up of
volunteers and staff, who provide a
wide variety of services, ranging from
disaster relief and assistance for the
victims of war, to first aid training and
restoring family links. National Soci-
eties support the public authorities in
their own countries as independent
auxiliaries to the government in the
humanitarian field.

Established in 1904, the Red Cross Society of the Republic of China (Taiwan Red Cross] is the nation's longest-standing
humanitarian organization.

Boasting a 114 year history, we have participated in domestic, cross-strait and international relief efforts, embodying the
Red Cross spirit of universal love, humanity, and volunteerism. In times of international crisis, we have strived to work towards
and promote the Red Cross spirit these past two decades, promptly responding to international appeals for humanitarian
relief with the help of our volunteers. We have showed the world the compassion of the Taiwanese people, in turn earning the
recognition and support of the ICRC, IFRC, and Red Cross societies worldwide.

Concerning cross-strait relations, the Taiwan Red Cross and Red Cross Society of China have long-since established a good
basis for mutual trust and exchange. We have collaborated with each other not just in times of major disaster relief, but have
also strived to interact on more frequent and friendly terms. In recent years we have worked together to organize water safety
training and youth volunteer exchanges, in addition to providing cross-strait medical cooperation or missing persons tracing
services.

The Taiwan Red Cross has been unable to be recognized as an official member of the IFRC due to political reality. We have
worked long and hard to accrue a substantial amount of energy and soft power within the international community, and,
regardless of our membership status, we will continue to actively participate in international meetings and related activities.
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Red Cross partners still need to work hard to
pass on the Movement!

The anxiety brought about by the 6.6-magnitude quake that struck Tainan on Lunar New Year's Eve of 2016 had yet to subside
when, in the early hours of February 6 of this year, another 6.0-magnitude tremor shook Hualien. 17 people lost their lives and
285 were injured. The Marshal Hotel and Yunmen Cui'ti Building in the downtown area collapsed, whereas the Platinum Twin Star
Building and Wu-ju-wu-shu Building were left tilted. Nearly 500 local residents had to be resettled.

During this disaster, the Hualien Unit of the Taiwan Red Cross Disaster Relief Team's 4th Brigade was one of the first to rush into
the disaster site, due to their proximity, helping to rescue more than 20 individuals. The 1%, 2", and 3 Brigades, in addition to the
Taitung Unit of the 4", assembled on site soon after; following orders issued by the government's disaster relief command center,
our 84-man team took turns combing the wreckage, utilizing their equipment—such as thermal imaging cameras, fiberscopes,
jackhammers, rebar cutters, reciprocating saws, and sledgehammers—to seek out civilians, tear down structural surfaces, or
prop up portions of wreckage. They stood ground on the front lines for over 60 hours. Upon thinking back, those days plagued
by frequent aftershocks, cold and wet weather, as well as misshapen surroundings really seemed like trials to test our disaster
rescue volunteers’ intellects, stamina, and will. This humanitarian concept that encompasses the ideas of “saving people first” and
“just do it!" is a characteristic shared by each and every volunteer who takes up the Red Cross spirit. Every instance in which our
black-shirted army mobilizes in the face of natural disaster, devoting their all to helping the land and the people of Taiwan without
expecting anything in return, always leaves me deeply moved!

In 2017, the Philippine Haiyan Project was successfully completed in its near four-year run: 252 core shelter units provide safe
shelter for Haiyan's victims. The TRC has helped to build 268 durable shelters in Sindhuli after the earthquake in Nepal, which are
expected to be completed in the first half of this year. As for the Southern Taiwan earthquake, in addition to distributing emergency
welfare and other assistance to 74 disadvantaged families, we further completed the distribution of 72 cases of home repair funding
before the second anniversary of the earthquake. We also completed the donation of 238 pieces of 30 types of mobile hospital
equipment to National Cheng Kung University Hospital. The total number of beneficiaries has reached 1,723 and we expect to wrap
up the project in the near future.

May 8 is the birthdate of Henry Dunant, the father of the Red Cross, and this year marks his 190" birthday. Every time this
year, Red Cross partners around the world jointly celebrate this advocate of humanitarian ideals. In his pursuit to promote his
humanitarian beliefs, Dunant endured blow after blow before his passing—he was forced to declare bankruptcy and left to wander
from place to place—yet he never gave up or lost hope. The first-ever Nobel Peace Prize, which was awarded to Dunant in 1901,
finally did him justice; it also allowed for the constant display and proclamation of humanitarianism in all corners of the world,
saving those who had been caught in dire straits.

Although | may not necessarily be acquainted with each and every Red Cross partner in Taiwan, | confidently assert that everyone
is a descendant of Henry Dunant. You are all the unsung heroes that | admire and express thanks for. After 159 years, the Red
Cross torch will continue to pass on from generation to generation. To those of you who have supported or joined in the Red Cross
Movement: as we continue to face global warring and chaos and an increase in natural disasters, it is ever more important for us
members of the International Red Cross Movement to stand more united, face challenges head on, collaborate with each other and
work hard until peace and security dawn upon us once more. | would like to thank everyone for their support and devotion—let us
join hands in our continued efforts for the Red Cross Movement!

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Taiwan Red Cross continuously promotes humanitarian
services in line with the three strategic aims and three
enabling actions laid out in the 2020 Strategy of the
International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies (IFRC).

Maintaining a strong organization: performing
duties in accordance with the law

The Taiwan Red Cross held the National Convention of
Member Delegates on November 3. In response to the
abrogation of the Red Cross Act and Enforcement Rules,
the Convention passed amendments to the Articles of the
Red Cross Society of the Republic of China, removing the

Taiwan Red Cross's right to launch emergency appeals and
the appointment of ex-officio directors and supervisors by
the government, as well as recommended directors chosen
from national society groups. The election processes for the
Taiwan Red Cross president and deputy presidents were
also modified, and the president’s term limit was reduced
to two consecutive terms of office. The Convention also
handled various proposals such as the handling of two real
estate properties to fund the construction of the Greater
Taipei Area Disaster Preparedness Center and future TRC
National Headquarters.

Conferences held in 2017 included two directors
meetings, one special directors meeting, one supervisors
meeting, and three director-supervisor joint meetings.

The Red Cross Act was abrogated in 2016. The ad hoc
Team has held two meetings in 2017 to deal with the
following: the “Instant Rescue! Everywhere for Everyone”
fundraising project was vetoed by the Ministry of Health and
Welfare on April 25, resulting in the Taiwan Red Cross filing
an appeal with the Executive Yuan; and, after the preventive
complaint and provisional injunction was dismissed by the
Taipei High Administrative Court on May 25, the Taiwan
Red Cross filed an appeal with the Supreme Administrative
Court and are awaiting further litigation or constitutional
interpretation action.

Financial transparency: earmarking donor
funds and contracting audit services

The total amount of monetary donations for 2017 was
NT$112,525,367, which includes NT$31,657,306 from
17,549 entries for general purposes and NT$80,868,061
from 26 entries for specific purposes. This year, Taiwan Red
Cross carried out a total of five domestic and international
relief projects, including 0206 Tainan Earthquake Relief
Project. All implementation progresses were strictly
managed. Among the five projects, Typhoon HaiyanOrelief
project has been successfully concluded.

All of the organization’s disaster relief projects and
annual financial statements are open and transparent. In
order to live up to its accountability, the Taiwan Red Cross
also contracted KPMG—one of the four major accounting
firms in Taiwan—to conduct a financial audit and issue an
audit report.

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On 6 February 2016, a magnitude 6.6 earthquake shook
southern Taiwan at 3:57 AM, with an epicenter located at
Meinong District, Kaohsiung City. 117 people died in this
0206 Tainan Earthquake with another 551 wounded. The
heaviest hit area was in Yongkang District at Tainan City,
where Weiguan Jinlong building complex entirely collapsed,
killing 115, making this earthquake the deadliest disaster
since the 921 Earthquake in 1999.

Taiwan Red Cross did not actively fundraise for the
0206 Tainan Earthquake. Yet we still received donations
from our foreign partners, including USAID, Japanese
government, Korean government, the Japanese Red
Cross Society, Macau Red Cross, Hong Kong Red Cross,
the Red Cross Society of China, Association for Relations
across the Taiwan Straits, Presbyterian World Services &
Development, Presbyterian World Services & Development,
General Mills, and Silicon Valley Community Foundation.
The contributions were earmarked for financial assistance
for the earthquake affected population, reconstruction
and acquiring equipment for 27 schools, purchasing of
equipment, and procurement of mobile hospital equipment.
The Taiwan Red Cross heartily carried out disaster relief
work in Tainan.

Expenditures have amounted to NTD 201,175,926, making
for a fund implementation rate of 75.97%.

In 2016, the Taiwan Red Cross distributed condolence
payment to bereaved families, condolence payment
to the injured, monetary support for those injured
needing recovery care, financial assistance to amputees,
replacement vouchers for household appliances, immediate
cash assistance for relocation, emergency welfare funding,
educational financial assistance, and holiday consolation
money. In 2017, the Taiwan Red Cross utilized the second
donation from the Japanese Red Cross Society to issue
welfare funding, while also announcing home repair
funding through various channels. The Taiwan Red Cross
also presented newborn baby gifts to the 3 "Sending Off
Sorrow, Welcoming New Life” families from the Weiguan
Jinlong building. The total number of cases that have been
granted aid is 1,651 as of December 31 (each beneficiary
can apply for assistance from more than one category).

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When a major disaster occurs, the Taiwan Red Cross
is quick to rally resources and mobilize manpower to
participate in disaster rescue and relief efforts. We work
together with the International Red Cross to carry out
humanitarian relief work in keeping with the Geneva
Convention.

Upon the completion of all of the Typhoon Morakot
reconstruction projects, including the Taitung Disaster
Preparedness Center, the Taiwan Red Cross submitted
the "Plans for the Use of the Remaining Typhoon Morakot
Reconstruction Funds” in June 2016. The project was
approved by the Ministry of Health and Welfare on August
29, with an implementation period running until June 30,
2019 and a budget of NTD 220,137,402.

As of 31 December 2017, the Typhoon Morakot Project
has raised a total of NTD 5,392,313,851, total expenditures
have amounted to NTD 5,204,344,846, with a fund execution
rate of 96.51%.

Erecting disaster preparedness centers in
Chiayi, Hualien, and the Greater Taipei area to

strengthen prevention and preparedness

The hardware and software reconstruction results of the
Typhoon Morakot Project have been fruitful, and the TRC
submitted the “Plans for the Use of the Remaining Typhoon
Morakot Reconstruction Funds.” The Chiayi Disaster
Preparedness Center, a 257-ping structure located in
Chiayi's Shuishang Township, was completed and opened
for use on September 30. The three-story building, which

branch offices and training classrooms, and a disaster
response standby room, boasts disaster prevention,
preparatory, and educational functions, serving to guard the
people of Chiayi.

Located in Hualien City, the Hualien Disaster
Preparedness Center is a two-story, above-ground building
with a total area of approximately 273 ping. It will include
a disaster preparedness warehouse, offices and training
classrooms, and a disaster response standby room.
Construction began on November 23 and is slated for
completion by July 2018.

The Greater Taipei Area Disaster Preparedness Center
will be located in Tamshui City, New Taipei City. The
structure will have a total estimated area of 2,574 ping
and be eight stories in total, with 1 story underground and
7 above-ground. The 1% floor will house the Red Cross
Humanitarian Exhibition Hall and an emergency response
center. The 2" to 7" floors will consist of TRC Headquarters
offices, a disaster preparedness warehouse, an education
and training center, and other specialized classrooms. A
separate building will be built to house a professional water
rescue training hall. After architects completed preliminary
planning and designs, the TRC participated in two meetings
of the New Taipei City Design and Land Development
and Use Project Ad Hoc Group held in September and
December to continually engage in discussions regarding
“Applications for the Construction of Private Roads Placed
in Correlation to a Building.” The project is estimated to be
put out to tender in 2018.

Preparing for, taking part in drills, and mobilizing

In 2017, the Taiwan Red Cross disaster relief team
organized 15 in-service training sessions, mobilized
members for 6 drill sessions, called for 15 council
meetings, and also assisted in 7 disaster prevention and
relief drill exercises in coordination with the governments
in Taipei City, New Taipei City, Yilan County, Kaohsiung City,
Hsinchu County, Taitung County, and Hualien County.

When Typhoons Nesat and Haitang struck Taiwan in
succession at the end of July, they fortunately did not
engage in a Fujiwhara interaction. Nevertheless, the Taiwan
Red Cross disaster relief teams and disaster preparedness
centers still took these tropical storms seriously, actively
preparing for them and the disasters they might bring.

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Taking root in communities and campuses,

taking action for disaster prevention

With strong support from the United States Agency for
International Development (USAID), the Taiwan Red Cross
National Headquarters, in conjunction with its various
branches, finished the training of 56 seed teachers in May;
beginning in June, the "Thousand Hands Safeguarding
Home Program”—a large-scale disaster prevention
education and promotion program—began its 10-month
run. The program includes the two sub-projects “Campus
Disaster Prevention Envoys™ and “Communities Based on
Disaster Risk Reduction [CBDRR] “ and”Campus Disaster
Prevention Envoys "~ .

As of the end of December, the “Communities Based on
Disaster Risk Reduction” project has organized 8 events
in the following communities, adding 920 advocates to
the CBDRR force: Banjiu Community in Beinan Township,
Taitung County; Zutian Village in Tucheng District, New
Taipei City; Neicheng Community in Yuanshan Township,
Yilan County; Meihua Village in Jianshi Township, Hsinchu
County; Jiumei Community in Xinyi Township, Nantou
County; Yuanlin Community in Nanzhuang Township, Miaoli

County; Huatan Community in Huatan Township, Changhua
County; and Longshan Community in Qigu District, Tainan
City.

The "Campus Disaster Prevention Envoys” project
travelled to 49 junior high and elementary school
campuses—located in Taipei, Taoyuan, Tainan, Kaohsiung,
Hsinchu, Miaoli, Changhua, Nantou, Chiayi, Pingtung, Yilan,
Hualien, Taitung, and Penghu—to conduct 51 assemblies
to promote campus disaster prevention knowledge,
benefitting a total of 2,318 students.

Offered aid towards the completion of
an additional 86 public housing units
in lwate Prefecture in 2017

A 9.0 magnitude earthquake and tsunami
struck Japan in March 2011. The proposed
number of public housing units to be built in
Otsuchi, Iwate Prefecture were 702 units. A
total of 86 units were completed and inhabited
by the end of 2017 in the eight communities
of Machikata, Kirikiri, Akahama, Ando, and
Namiita. 348 units in the Ando, Akahama,
Kirikiri, Terano, Machikata, and Sanmaido areas
are still under construction and estimated for
completion in 2020.

Other finished projects include 68 elderly
housing units in Fukushima Prefecture,
Minamisanriku Town Hospital and Health Care
Center and Kesennuma Health Care Centers
in Miyagi Prefecture, and 2 nursery schools, 2
preschools, and 2 afterschool activity centers
in lwate Prefecture. The donations were also
applied in supporting 19 minority assistance
events organized by JRCS Fukushima Chapter
and lwate Branch, benefiting 524 people.

As of 31 December 2017, the project raised
donations, inclusive of interest, in the amount
of NTD 2,577,781,377. Expenditures have
amounted to NTD 2,576,844,362, making for a
fund implementation rate of 99.96%.

Conclusion of the Haiyan Project after four

years of relief and reconstruction

After more than three and a half years of painstaking
reconstruction, the Typhoon Haiyan project in the
Philippines is finally completed! The TRC held many
discussions with the Philippine Red Cross to finalize
the construction of core shelters within the disaster-
stricken area of Cebu. The 252 core shelter units were
fully completed in 2016, and were handed over on June 28,
2017, in a handover ceremony attended by the public, local
governmental staff, and Philippine Red Cross personnel.

Additionally, the Society donated one 9.5 metric ton
water truck with a capacity of 10,000 liters. The TRC also

Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies, the
Nepal Red Cross Society, and affected households, the
TRC has been chosen to work in coordination with other
national Red Cross societies through the Federation as a
whole to construct durable housing in Sindhuli, utilizing
an owner-driven housing reconstruction approach (similar
to that employed in Taiwan's Typhoon Morakot project].
The IFRC has increased their funding per household from
USD 2,000 to USD 3,000 and will be distributed in four
stages. Homeowners will have to acquire further funding
if necessary. There was a total of 880 disaster-affected
households that met the conditions, signed contracts
with the government, and registered for construction;
241 of these households have completed construction.
From August 29 to September 3, IFRC Earthquake
Response Operation (ERO) senior advisor Laxman Chhetry
accompanied staff members from TRC's Disaster Relief
Department in their visit to three villages in Sindhuli
District, where they talked to six beneficiary households
which had completed construction on their durable shelters
as well as observed the overall construction progress.

As of 31 December 2017, the project raised donations,
inclusive of interest, in the amount of NTD 42,573,445.
Expenditures have amounted to NTD 42,158,462, making
for a fund implementation rate of 99.03%.

Feeling empathy for others, placing
humanitarian work first

The Rohingya Refugee Crisis occurred in 2017, and the
TRC was the first to donate CHF 10,000 on May 2. At the end
of August, Rohingya Muslims fled their homes in Rakhine
State to cross the border into Bangladesh; hundreds of
thousands of people were displaced and were in need of
humanitarian aid. On November 7, the TRC made a second
donation of CHF 13,600 through the IFRC which was
earmarked by the Chinese Evangelical Covanant Church to
be utilized towards supporting Bangladeshi refugees.

On August 17, a 7.0-magnitude earthquake struck
Jiuzhaigou, Aba Prefecture, Sichuan Province, resulting in
25 deaths, 6 missing persons, and 525 injuried. Over 70,000
houses were damaged or had collapsed, and more than
170,000 were affected by the quake, with reports of damage
stretching across 64 townships in the 5 counties/cities of

> o
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Aba, Songpan, Zoigé, and Hongyuan. In addition to issuing a
letter of condolences, the TRC also donated RMB 200,000 to
provide humanitarian assistance to disadvantaged families
in the affected areas.

On April 7, the Society donated NTD 300,000 to entrust
the Chinese Evangelical Covanant Church in extinguishing
fires within the slums in the Philippines. On April 18,
the TRC made a contribution of USD 30,000 to the ICRC
towards the famine-stricken countries of Yemen, South
Sudan, Somalia, and Nigeria. When Tropical Storm
Nanmadol struck Kyushu, Japan, the TRC contributed
USD 10,000 on July 25. On September 1, the Society made
two separate donations: one for CHF 10,000 towards
aiding those who died or went missing in the Sierra Leone
mudslides, and the other a USD 10,000 donation to assist
the US in recovering from Hurricane Harvey.

The TRC launched the Soaring Silver Wings Program
in keeping with the government’s “Long-term Care 2.0
policy, a three-year long-term care program for seniors
which aims to build up the capacity of the elderly through
promoting the concept of having younger seniors assist
older seniors.

The pioneer of disaster response, the hope of the
sufferings and minorities, and the platform of love and
voluntary services — we are Taiwan Red Cross. Volunteers
are an important driving source behind the Red Cross
Movement. Taiwan Red Cross has more than 10,000
volunteers nationwide who are collectively committed to
providing humanitarian services.

Voluntary service is one of the core values of the Red
Cross Movement. Taiwan Red Cross adheres to the
seven Fundamental Principles of humanity, impartiality,
neutrality, independence, voluntary service, unity, and
universality while looking for diversifying services, reaching
into communities, specializing volunteers, systemizing
management, and digitizing document and information. We
strives to seek out practical social resources and expanding
public relations.

Adult volunteers offer a wide range of services
Taiwan Red Cross has over 10,000 adult volunteers,

whose services include: water safety, first aid, home care,
search and rescue, and administrative affairs. In 2017, our
volunteers provided 4,112 shifts of water safety and rescue-
related services; first aid volunteers provided 310 shifts in
training-related services; and disaster rescue volunteers
worked 1,148 shifts providing support during rescue drills
and crash rescue missions.

In 2017, Taiwan Red Cross continued being commissioned
by the Taipei City Department of Social Welfare to operate
the Volunteer Service Development Center. The TRC has
offered 14 phases of various types of trainings, which
attracted 1,364 participants, and organized several events,
including “The Faces of Our Volunteers,” “Family Mountain-
Cleaning Carnival,” and “Celebration of Life @ Phone-
Filmed Microfilm: Silver-Haired Volunteer Training,” as
well as the “Volunteer Service in an Aged Society” Seminar.
The 2016 Ministry of Health and Welfare Voluntary Service
Awards Ceremony was held on 21 February where 130
people received awards.

National Taipei University participated in this year's event.
Soochow University emerged as the winner, due to their
impeccable teamwork, with National Taiwan University
finishing second. The Best and Outstanding Memorial
Awards were won by National Chengchi University and
National Taiwan University, respectively. As for individual
prizes, the Best Mooter Award was given to NTU’s Yun-rou
Guo, whereas Soochow University's Yan-jun Lin and Ya-
ting Yu tied for Outstanding Mooter. Soochow University will
travel to Hong Kong in March 2018 to represent Taiwan in
the 16" Asia-Pacific Red Cross IHL Moot.

The 2017 World Red Cross Day and Volunteer Recognition
Event was relocated to the Chientan Youth Activity Center
in Taipei City. A total of 1,129 donors and adult and youth
volunteers received recognition for their contributions. On
September 9, World First Aid Day, the TRC organized a press
conference event and produced “Dangers in the Home"
pamphlets consistent with this year’'s theme designated
by the IFRC: Domestic Accidents. The Society also hung
up numerous street pole banners which advocated “Learn
First Aid, Save Lives.” In October, at the request of Fo Kuang
Shan Samanera School in India, the TRC sent personnel
to the school to promote the Red Cross Movement and
to teach first aid to the youth. In mid-December, in order
to cultivate Red Cross Movement seed trainees, the TRC

assembled volunteers as well as colleagues from various
chapters and branches to participate in a YABC (Youth
as Agents of Behavioral Change) peer teaching training
camp, with the aim to inspire teamwork through games,
ultimately allowing participants to gain an understanding of
the Red Cross spirit and the seven Fundamental Principles.

In order to strengthen external accountability, Taiwan
Red Cross publishes an annual report in both Chinese and
English each year, administers both Chinese and English
language versions of the Society’s official website, and
manages a Facebook fan page. In 2017, the TRC published
a report on the completed Typhoon Haiyan recovery and
reconstruction project, and printed a planner for 2018.
The Taiwan Red Cross looks to increase its transparency,
accountability, and the effectiveness of humanitarian
advocacy.
